|.e., of cast acrylic shells reinforced with a mix-
ture of processed chopped glass in a polyes-
ter resin applied to the underside of the shells.
Rigidity factor is reached by shape and thick-
ness of this material.

» Floars of bathtubs are reinforced in the fac-
tory by installing a wood sub floor and rigid
support legs. Legs are designed {o give uni-
form support to the tub floor.

BEFORE INSTALLATION . . . Inspect your
Laurel Mountain Whirlpool, In¢. Bath thor-
oughly upon receiving it. Check it immediately
for a possibility of freight damage. Inthe event
damage has occurred, make a notation on the
carrier's bill of lading.

DO NOT remove the bath from its shipping
container until you are ready to pre-test and
install. When opened, cut some of the ship-
ping cardboard to fit in the bottom of the tub
10 help protect the floor surface. DO NOT LIFT
the tub out of the box by its plumbing.

= One of the many phases of quality assur-
ance at our plant, prior to shipping, is an ex-
haustive water test to ensure water-tight op-
eration. Enroute, rough freight handling could
concelvably have loosened a connection. Place
the tub in an area where it may he drained af-
ter testing it. Fill it and operate with water to
the overflow and then allow to sit for fifteen
minutes. tnspect all fittings, apertures and
coennections for the possibility of leaks.

« Examine the bathtub thoroughly. Any de-
fact must be discovered and reported AT THIS
TIME in order to qualify for our warranty cov-
erage.

« All connections, electrical and plumbing
MUST be made by qualified electricians and
plumbers. They can assure you that the in-
stallation will conform to all applicable local
codes as well as securing necessary permits
for the installation.

» Please regard alf warning labels attached to
the bath. DO NOT LiFT by any portion of the
plumbing--ar stand in the unit during installa-
tion--serious damage may accur to the unit.

FRAMING-IN INSTRUCTIONS

The dimensions in our literature may vary
slightly in the actual product measurement.
Therefore, installation measurements shoutd
be made directly from your bathtub,

IMPORTANT: The entire weight of the tub can-
not he supported by the rim. The tub must be
supported by the base and sub-floor.

IMPORTANT: For best installation results, itis
suggested to install the unit using a mortar bed
or equivalent material.

When you install the drain fitting, you will
find it protrudes below the bottom of the tub.
Allow clearance in the sub-flogr far this dimen-
sion,

Place the unit in its desired location, check
the fub and sub-fioor for level, if not Jevel, place
wood shims between sub-floor and support
legs to bring to a level position. Mark stud
wall underneath the tub’s return lip. Remove
unit from position and install a 1x stop to stud
wall for lip to rest on to prevent deflection.

Gheck your unit at this time to see if any
wiring should be completed prior to further in-
statlation. (See wiring instructions.} If the floor

is aut of level, the tub support legs will have
to be shimmed. We suggest setting the tub
into a hed of concrete.

If al is fevel, reposition the unit in the de-
sired location.

Since a great variety of installations are pos-
sible with this Whirlpaol Bath, special framing
procedures may have to be employed. Aledge
under the rim, or an apron without a ledge,
may be construcied as required. Where in-
staliation is planned against a wall, install the
tub against the studs as indicated, adding
blacking below the rim to prevent deflection
or mavement of the tub, but insuring that the
tuly is not supported in any way by the block-
ing.

The opening should be 17 smaller than the
specified rim dimensions when placing the unit
in a platfarm floor or cut out installation.
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A 17 integral up-flange is available on cer-

tain models. These units should be piacedina

pre-measured studded pocket. Pre-drill holes
through flange to align with studs. Use screws
to secure to studs. NOTE: Do not attempt to
nail directly through flange. Always pre-drill
fholes.

In each installation, an access panel must
be provided near the final pump focation for
servicing the pump and power panel. This ac-
cess may be through the wall or plaiform
apron. In the case of a sunken instaflation,
access may he through the ceifing below the
bathtub.

OPTIONAL: POP-OUT SKIRT

INSTALLATION

NOTE: The skirt is to be installed immedi-
ately afier the plumbing and electrical work
have been completed. Do noi wait until the
drywalt has been completed, as the skirtisthe
same length as the tub.

1. Remove pop-out panel from skirt frame.
Do not use metal chjects to pry off the
panel. (See diagram.)

2. Place skirt frame under tub rim into cor-
rect placement.

3. Mark top and bottom inside of skirt frame
at center.

4, Remaove skirt frame.

5. Place 1x ar 2x vertical support at center
of tub, just touching inside marks from
skirt frame.

B. Place skirt frame back under tub.

7. Anchor ents of skirt frame to studs
through corner bead and anchor bottom
of skirt frame to the sub floor.

8. Place pop-out panel on skirt frame.

9. Finish drywali--flooring.

Rough in the wiring on a single 120VAC, 20
AMP. GFCI protected dedicated circuit for each
accessory installed on the tub.

NOTE: The power supply cords equipped with
on each accessory are only 2% fi. long so fo-
cate the GFCE wall outlet within 1% fi. of the
intended accessory.

DANGER: DO NOT splice a longer cord to the
power supply cord and DG NOT connect to an
extension cord.

The connection for each accessaory is com-
pleted simply by inserting the molded plug into
the intended GFCI walt outlst.

IMPORTANT: Electric inline heaters are con-
trolled by a “pressure switch,” which is pre-
plumbed into the heater. This switch allows
the heater to cperate only when there is suffi-
cient water flowing through the system. DO
NOT BYPASS THE SWITGH. This option is
equipped with a molded plug on the end of a
power supply cord. Check your local codes,
simply install a 120VAC, 20AMP GFCI pro-
tected dedicated circuit wall outfet to within 1
¥ feet from the heater unit. Plug the cordinto

the outlet,

This option is designed to MAINTAIN tempara-
ture, but, will increase the temperature of the
water in the system to the factory preset high
limit switch of 104 degress F aver an extended
period of time. The high limit cannot be in-
creased adjusting the heater thermostat. The
heater is operated by a pressure switch. Every
time the bath is turned on the heater will auto-
matically turn on to MAINTAIN water tempera-
ture. The heater tube will not feel hot unti! tem-
perature of water is hot, as the flow of cooler
water will keep the jacket cool.

PLUMBING INSTALLATION

Install filt valves and spaut in the desired loca-
tions. Be sure that the spout is long enough
to ¢lear the interior rim of tub. If installing
filier valves on deck of tub, be sure that you
have enough clearance for connections of
valve to tub and water connectians before drill-
ing or cutiing into tub.

NOTE: Seal the joints under the tub rim and
against the wall with a water resistant seal.
NOTE: install a standard 1%z in. irap fo drain
and overilow.

Before proceeding, make a final operational

check by {illing the tub with water to the over-

flow and operate for approximately 5 minutes.

Leave the water in the bath for 30 minutes,

check the connections for feaks during and
" after operation.

NOTE: Complete the instatlation with a desired
frim material on the back wall, side walls, and
down exposed interior walls.

dishwashing detergent along with no more than

4 ounces of a household bieach to the water.

» (perate for 5 to 10 minutes.

» [rain the tub--fill it with water--operate for

5 minutes, then drain.

= When using your whirlpool, fill it the way

your would any conventional bathtub, but use

moderation in experimenting with smail
amounts of shampoo or soap products. Avoid
excessive foaming. We do not recommend the
use of bath oils or bubble baths in this prod-
uct. DO NOT START THE WHIRLPDOL PUMP

UNTIL THE TUB IS FILLED WITH WATER.

1. Fill the tub with the desired temperature
water to approximately 2" above the high-
est jet.

These two knobs are to control the amount
of airinduced into the jet stream of water, Turn
them clockwise to stop air; counterclockwise
to increase air indugtion. (Note: Addition of
air does not slow the velume or decrease the
pressure of water; howaver, a softening effect
of water is felt.)

STANDARD AIR SWITCH PUMP

On the
metal trim, use only a soft cloth and warm
soapy water. Rinse and dry as with any highly
polished matal fixtura.
